Exhibitor Opportunities  
 

As an Exhibitor , this event is an opportunity for you and your organization to reach out and engage 

with thousands of children, teens and family members. 

 

Doors open at 10:00 AM and Close at 4:00 PM.  During that time your exhibit space will be visited 

by smiling faces and eager participants looking to learn more about your resources and services that 

they can access. 

 

Our goal is to help you have a successful day.  Here are some tips: 

 

¶ Plan for a crowd, and for a wide age range of kids.  (3 yrs to 10 yrs are the primary ages that attend, 

but also prepare for older youth.  KidsDay kids grow-up and want to stay involved.  This is an opportune time to 

reach out to youth and invite them to volunteer or participate in your programs). 

¶ Have at least 3 volunteers/staff in your exhibit booth at all times.  (This is a very busy and 

interactive day, extra hands to help are always advised). 

¶ Identify a fun interactive activity .  (This should be one that will help you attract the kids and will provide 

the time to share your information with parents and guardians. Consider joining in with the event theme ñUnder 

the Big Topò with circus or fair type activities). 

¶ Enjoy the day, plan to network with other exhibitors and share information on services 

and resources.

¶ Two chairs
